
SLCC Suicide Protocol Flowchart 

• Consider any reference to suicide as serious. 
• Stay calm. 
• Call 911. 
• Stay with the individual until security or first responders arrive. 
• Isolate the person for the safety of others. 
• Attempt not to allow the person to leave school without friends, parents,
